Since the year 1987, February 28 has been a very significant day as far as Indian science and
technology is concerned, for Government of India declared it as the National Science Day on the
recommendation of National Council for Science and Technology. A momentous discovery on
February 28, 1928 in the ficld of elastic scattering of light brought to an illustrious son of India the
coveted Nobel Prize in Physics. It was indeed Asia’s first Nobel Prize in science.

Celebrating National Science Day has the objectives of focusing national attention on science and
scientists in India and to underline the increasing role they play in the life of our nation. It is an
appropriate occasion to ponder about the place of science in the national perspective and also strives
to inculcate scientific temper amongst the younger generation.

Born on November 7, 1888 in a village near Trichy, Sir CV Raman completed his MA in Physics
with honours from the Presidency College, Madras when he was barely 18!

Two years earlier, after his BA, he was persuaded by well-wishers to proceed to England for higher
studies as was the norm for the best Indian students. As luck would have it, Raman was declared
medically unfit to survive the English climate by the Civil Surgeon of Madras. Raman later said “I
shall ever be grateful to this man™.

After his MA, he topped the Civil Service Examination and joined in the Finance Department where
he served for ten years. Responding to an intense inner call of science, he took up a professorship in
Calcutta University. That was in 1917. Eleven years later, working with equipment costing less than
two hundred rupees, he discovered what later on became widely known as the Raman Effect.
